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LOCAL LAW 11-98

     Local Law 11-98 requires that buildings in excess of six floors have their facades examined by a professional engineer at five year intervals. The inspection is done with a combination of field glasses as well as moveable scaffolding.  The engineer must then submit his findings to the city indicating work necessary to correct any dangerous issues.  We must then put the work out to bids from construction companies. 

    At the completion of the work, the engineer then reinspects the building facade and must sign off on a document stating that the condition of the facade is in keeping with all current codes.  The city often sends inspectors to insure that the work has in fact been completed in a satisfactory manner. 

    We are in the process of securing bids construction companies based upon a scope of work developed by our consulting engineers.
