INCREASED FINES FOR USE OF OIL BASED URETHANES

     Despite signing off on our renovation agreement barring the use of such products, and despite the threat of fines, a number of contractors have been flagrant violators.  Oil based urethane products give off bothersome and potentially harmful fumes.  Accordingly, the board has increased the fine to be levied for using oil based urethane products to $1,000.00.  Such fines are charged to the shareholders employing contractors who violate this regulation. Shareholders can seek to

recoup these monies from involved contractors.

SHAREHOLDERS WANT TO KNOW

   What is the building policy regarding weekend deliveries?

The answer:  Generally speaking, deliveries, including but not limited to furniture, as well and contractors, with the following exceptions, are not permitted on Saturdays and Sundays.

1. Food deliveries from restaurants.

2. Food deliveries from services such as Fresh Direct, Pea Pod, etc.

3. Emergency refrigeration repair persons will be permitted entry

         with approval of building operations personnel only.
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4. Emergency plumbing contractors admitted with approval of building operations personnel only

5. Phone company emergency repairs (no T.V. or internet repairs) admitted with approval of building operations personnel only.
