Parking Protocols

   In keeping with our overall security plan, the following procedures have been developed and are to be followed by shareholders and visitors alike upon entering the Cryder House premises in vehicles:

1.  All vehicles registered to Cryder House residents are to have a decal affixed to the passenger side windshield as well as a transmitter which will open the gate at the guard house.

2.       Any vehicle, with the exception of a livery cab or Access-a Ride, not having a Cryder House decal, will be issued a guest ticket by our security personnel noting the name and apt.# of the shareholder being visited, the arrival time and, with the permission of the shareholder, the # of the parking spot on the deck being relinquished to that guest. Shareholders arriving in vehicles other that those registered, will also receive guest tickets.

3.       Guest tickets are to be placed on the dashboard of the visiting vehicle and MUST remain on the dashboard during the entire time said vehicle is on Cryder House grounds.

4.       Guests, having been granted permission to park their vehicles in the garage by a shareholder are issued a guest ticket which is to be surrendered to garage personnel upon entering into the parking garage.   Two copies of the guest ticket issued for garage parking are to be signed by the shareholder, and one copy returned to the garage attendant upon leaving Cryder House. The second copy is for the shareholders records.

Planning for the future

In July, Mayor Bloomberg signed into law new mandates governing the sulfur and biofuel content of heating oil burned in New York City. The regulations, which will take effect in October of 2012, cap the sulfur content of any heating oil used in the city at 1,500 parts per million and require a minimal biodiesel content of 2 percent. The rules targeted no. 4 and no. 6 heating oils, the dregs of the refining process known as “residual fuels,” in an attempt to reduce their emissions, which are harmful to human health and the environment.

 Cryder House burns fuel oil twelve month a year.  Our boilers provide the hot water for our heating and domestic water systems  as well as producing steam to run our chiller during the air conditioning season.  Accordingly, fuel oil constitutes a major  budgeting concern each year.
At the present time, we are looking into the costs involved in changing over from #6 to #4 oil by 2015 and #2 by 2030.  Numbers 4 and 2 oil are both more costly than the #6 which we are presently using.  At the same time, we are exploring the possibilities and cost factors associated with bringing a natural gas line, capable of meeting our needs to Cryder House, and converting our system.  We continue to investigate alternative energy sources.  Shareholders will be kept abreast of our findings going forward.
